What does the Holy Spirit do?  
1. He indwells us. Romans 8:11; 1 Corinthians 3:16; 6:19; 2 Timothy 1:14 
2. He helps us know what to say. Mark 13:11; Luke 12:12 
3. He leads us to do God’s will and display His fruit. Psalm 143:8; Galatians 5:16-25 
4. He comforts us leading to increase in the church. Acts 9:31 
5. He speaks to us and guides us. Acts 13:2-4 
6. He reveals the wisdom and mysteries of God to us. 1 Corinthians 2:6-10 
7. He testifies to us about Jesus. John 15:26; 1 John 5:6 
8. He gives us power to witness and even perform miracles. Acts 1:8; 2:43; 10:44; 19:11 
9. He prays for us to the Father and helps us pray. Romans 8:26-27 
10. He strengthens us with power. Ephesians 3:16 
11. He teaches us and reminds us of the teachings of Jesus. John 14:26 
12. He brings conviction of sin to us. John 16:8 
13. He gives us the ability to follow the commands of Jesus. John 14:15-16 
14. He gives us assurance of salvation and seals us to God. Romans 8:16-17; Ephesians 1:13 
15. He gives us hope. Romans 15:13 
16. He gives us gifts for ministry that are a manifestation of Himself. 1 Corinthians 12:7-11 
17. He sustains our joy. 1 Thessalonians 1:6 
18. He moves and inspires us. 2 Peter 1:21 
19. He fills us. Acts 2:4; 4:31 
20. He sanctifies us. Romans 15:15; 1 Corinthians 6:11; 1 Peter 1:2

1. Reading through the list of things the Holy Spirit does, what stands out to you? What is a way you hope to see the
